THISTLES WILT IN EXTRA TIME

Lichfield Tiger 3 Thistle Rovers 0 (AET)
This may look like a one-sided result, but that wasn’t the full story at all, as these two derby rivals and their fans poured down

to Wembley for an eagerly awaited Cup Final. Lichfield Tiger and Thistle Rovers are both teams desperate for success as

they look to find their way out of the shadow of the mighty Lutterworth Town, and claim some silverware for themselves. They

both lined up with similar formations, packed midfields meaning there was no real space to be found in the middle of the park,

despite the obvious talent on show from both sides. Thistle possibly shot themselves slightly in the foot, being reluctant to take

the game to their opponents, and handing them the advantage, despite the strong marking from the Rovers. Not much to shout

about in normal time, BURNS’ rasping drive just past the hour mark forcing a wonder save from Thistle’s keeper GHENT. The

tension was beginning to build in the Rovers camp, and they picked up no fewer than four yellow cards in the last 15 minutes

as they began to wilt under pressure. The pressure proved too much in extra time, as the dam finally burst. PORTHOS scored

first, finishing off a fine move which involved seven of the Tigers players, and included 17 passes. Young defender

VALPARAISO grabbed the second two minutes later, with a 25-yard screamer, and striker PORTHOS finished it off a minute

later, sidefooting home from close range.

STATISTICAL RALEIGH
So a full season is over once again but how well have you

faired in some stats and should you start worrying for next

season now?

The league has delivered 86 Star players, of which 5

appeared on this session. The best team has 5 but don’t be

too down if you don’t have any as there are 7 sides without

any at all.

Only 24 sides discovered all 8 apprentices, while an amazing

19 squads have 14 players or less! Watch out for injuries and

suspensions! There are also 5 squads carrying 20 or more

players, the largest having 24 players in the squad. Are these

sides carrying lots of qualified apprentices or do they have a

fully trained squad of 20+ players? There are currently 2 sides

with overdrafts, although they are both only slightly overdrawn,

so I would expect all 48 sides to be well involved in the auction

process!! There is a massive combined transfer kitty of £120

million ready to be spent in the new season, so I think

bargains might be hard to come by.

15 squads are overpaid with 33 managing their wages within

budget. Mr Thornhill should be running courses in contract

negotiation, as his squad are currently paid just 49% of their

actual value. The highest wage bill is £346k whilst the lowest

is down at £74k. 8 sides, with managers, had MP’s left over at

the end of the season. MP’s gone to waste! There are also 12

PP’s left over from managed sides.

In this league the team with the highest number of levels won

the league, while the team with the lowest was relegated.

There are 8 Power/Skill sides, 19 who are Power and 21 who

are Skill.

THE GOLDEN BOOT
The Golden Boot is shared this season between WAG

BUTLER of Thistle Rovers and CALZAGHE of West
Yorkshire with 30 goals each. It had looked as though

BUTLER was going to sneak it, but the third division striker

grabbed a goal in the Bowl final to draw level, and take a

share of this coveted award.

WAG BUTLER takes the first division award, finishing four

goals clear of nearest rival KANU.

VIG of Hoppers FC takes the second division award, pipping

KURVA of River Plate to the award by a single goal.

(Well the weekend has now been extended to thirty, that's the utter limit so when the last places
have gone then they are gone, no more will be available at all))
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AGEING - is the scourge of all managers. Throughout

the season you should keep your eyes on what is going

to happen to any player come end of the season. All

players, with few exceptions are going to lose levels and

if you don’t plan accordingly then it’s not very nice to see your carefully cultured side collapse as

a result of ageing. The older your side then the more likelihood here is of this happening, so

during the season you HAVE to introduce younger players to replace some of the older, less

crucial players. Younger players hardly age so are important to get hold of or bring through.

One thing to bear in mind is the way that ageing and experience works. The ageing process

works on the actual performance level of each player (this is a whole number), which often

leaves a fraction. i.e you might get a player who becomes a 25.56 after ageing. Then any

experience, which is always less than one, is add ed back to that figure. This might raise this

player to a 26.23. He thus starts the new season as a 26YO player with an invisible experience

quotient of 0.23 to start the season with. This explains why sometimes, players of the same age

and performance level at the end of one season,c an start the next a level different to each

other.

Another contentious issue in ageing is the rejuvenation process. This takes one player and halts

the ageing process. It happens at random starting with your oldest player, then moving

downwards through the ages until one player hits the bell so to speak. Generally, this is a

50/50% chance and it is always a good idea to have an older player in your squad and hope that

he will be rejuvenated during ageing. Having a young player rejuvenated is really a waste of

time, but again if the process jumps over the older and towards the younger then ce la vie. One

problem here is having an old captain in his 30’s as rejuvenation always comes before captian’s

retirement is assessed. Terrible if your 35YO level 12 captain with 300 games rejuvenates and

then decides to retire as well. Like with everything there are risks inherent in any situation and

you have to weight the pros and cons at all times.

FRIENDLY GAMES - If you do not have THREE OR MORE competitive game sin a session

then you an play a friendly game against another managed team in the league. You have to

arrange this yourself or if there is a friendly pool and you are in it, there will generally be a game

arranged for you. You may only play another team twice during the season in friendly games,

one home and one away, any more and they will not be played. Try tor member games that you

have arranged outside the pool, you’d be amazed how many people arrange them and hen

forget them or get something wrong, like the venue!!!! Pool games should always be played if

valid, i.e. both teams are free to play and do not have three competitive games (with the new

autoinput programs though there are occasions when it might not be possible and I’m afraid

you’ll have to accept this!). If for some reason your realise that your pool opp has three

competitive game s(and you ought always to check this for sure) then you may well arrange

another game. However, BOTH you and your new opponent MUST put this down in the

Messages to GM section of the turnsheet to let the GM know, otherwise he is likely to try to play

the original pool friendly, which of course will come up as an invalid one, and you’ll both lose

out!!!
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PRICE RISE
Bad news I'm afraid, it's been a number of years since the price of Kickabout has risen and

now has come the time to do this again due to the costs of running the game, etc., having risen

along with the general cost of living. The postal leagues will be going up by 25p from next

season. This means that between now and Session one being run you have the chance to

purchase as many turns as you wish at the OLD price. Whatever your current balance is at the

start of S1 will be upgraded to take account of this. So you can  cushion yourselves against this

rise to a  certain extent by purchasing turns in advance between now and the start of session

one, Ok

The email leagues & premier league will also be going up but not until the start of their

respective next seasons as well. 

GM BITS
Well another season over. Didn’t manage to speed it up as I’d have wished, but now all the new programs are running

smoothly, along with some other things, should improve turnaround next season. Have every intention of this happening, so

keep your fingers crossed.

INTERNATIONALS

I am going to re-structure the international schedule for next season as it is too unwieldy and takes up too much time. The

world Cup will go and there will be one international trophy that will run all season. Two groups of six with play-offs at end of

season, will keep things interesting, but make them easier to run. I will also increase the bonuses for being an international

manager as well, to peek the interest of a few more players.

PLEASE NOTE!! I will be re-allocating vacant international sides when the new season starts. IF FOR SOME REASON YOU

DO NOT WANT TO BE AN INTERNATIONAL MANAGER THEN YOU MUST TELL ME ON YOUR START-UP. This applies

even if you have said you don’t want to be on in the past, that is forgotten, you have to say so again!!! If you don’t it will be

allocated and charged, no arguments!!!!! SO please heed this!

FRIENDLY POOLS

Remember if your pool organiser hasn’t said that they WILL keep running the pool for he coming season then ONE of you has

to volunteer, otherwise there will be no pool his coming season.

MAILING CHARGES

Mailing charges will stay the same for the coming season, £7.50 (UK) & £9.50 (everywhere else in Europe) which covers you

for all seventeen sessions of the season and for if you orders go astray and have to be re-sent by us!

WHAT NEXT THEN?

1) the start-up form which is at the end of your turn must be returned by the RETURN BY DATE without fail.

2) You must send a 9 x 6 envelope if you aren’t on mailing or ALL EMAIL

3) Enclose lots and lots of cash to pay for your turns. It will tell you on your turns how much you have to pay as

a minimum or for a whole season.

This means

that all existing players will disappear from the squad. Your bank balance will be reset to 100K. You get 2SPS for the following

session. Your team MUST be re-named and you have just 100 performance levels to distribute to your new set of players. Also

remember that your team must follow all the normal rules and you must start with a MINIMUM OF NINE QUALIFIED

PLAYERS. If you decided on this option then contact us for the relevant form to put your new team down on. Remember

though that this only benefits a team that has really got itself into a proper mess
